10.In summary we can state, the globalization  is a characteristic feature of modern global economy. The current economic  crisis revealed the challenges of the future progress of globalization,  acting it  much more difficult and more urgent to resolve. This requires developing a new concept of globalization, based on the grooving importance of fair international economic cooperation. This will ensure continued, sustainable and balanced growth of the world economy.

11.The severity of the first global crisis of the XXI th century shows its structural character. This is borne out by the  nature of the problems it has brought about. Moreover, it has cast doubts over the further progress of globalization. Like any crisis, it has prompted long-term change of the hitherto model of economic development, directing it towards the idea of a sustainable global economy. 

12. This, in turn, requires international co-operation on  the global scale. That co-operation will be determined by the global economic growth and other related factors such as domestic saving and foreign investments, demographic forecasts, healthcare and education progress, political stability and expectable economic policy, institutional transparency and trade liberalization.

13. The globalization  and the height of the international  plurality of the new  economical powers: European Union, China, India, The role of Japan, ASEAN, BRICS and others  modern economical giants.

14.The contemporary  financial crisis -  the beginning 2007/8, the causes,  the collapse  not only the main American banks and  financial institutions (f.ex. Lehman Brothers],  but also the collapse  the neoliberal policy of American  presidents from Ronald Reagan to George W. Bush and Barack Obama (1981-2012).

15.The influence of the financial crisis on the American and global economy. The collapse of many American  industrial corporations, especially in the automobile industry. The height of the jobless and the socio-economical contradictions in USA.

The American financial crisis is the result of the giants profits of the financial and industrial corporations and of the height of the exploitation of the  working people. Their salary were on the same level  as in the former 10 years. It is the collapse of the American neoliberal policy formulated theoretically by Milton Friedeman

18. How going out from crisis? The American  corporations want cover the costs by the height of the exploitation of the workers and  other working people, by external world, external trade and the international role of the dollar as a world currency. More different opinions in economy, political science, international relations.
19. The contemporary world financial crisis is a prognostication of a great and global economical crisis. It is also a prognostication of the future collapse of the USA as a superpower.

20.The contemporary crisis in  European Union, especially in South states : Greece, Italy, Spain, Portugal and Ireland. The economical situation in other European countries: Germany, France, Great Britain, Scandinavian states and Central-East  Europe. The crisis of the public finances and welfare state policy. The height of the jobless and public debts. The collapse of the contemporary integration ideas of the European  Union. Germany as a new leader of  the Europe.

21. The world is coming to the plurality in the economical relations. For example on  the level of the GDP: USA –about 14-15 trillions dollars, China – about 7-8 trillions dollars but by the purchasing power of yunan (RMB) it must be to multiply by 1,8 (the data of the World Bank). It means in the reality the level of GDP of USA and China needs 1-2 years when it become the same economical potential.

22. The height  of the economical potential of the European Union  (about 16-17  trillions dollars of GDP) , of the BRICS states (about 25% of the world GDP), Japan – 5,6%.

23. The conclusions of  the second lecture: The contemporary crisis has not only financial, also economical, structural, ideological and political global character. It is a crisis  of the American way of life, American world leadership and supremacy. It is the crisis of then neoliberal policy of USA and European capitalism and imperialism. It is the crisis of the American  hegemony. The mankind needs other prospect of the future and developing. The socialist road and revolution is once more open.

In this situation  heights  the experience of the  Chinese road to socialism,  of the Chinese model of  socialism, not only to the developing countries of s.c.3th world, but to the former socialist  states. It needs also the theoretical  study  and developing of the contemporary Marxist theory.

In this situation it is very important the theory and praxis of the socialist market economy  and the building of the socialist harmonious society.

We can also to state, the other socialist states in the last years as Cuba, Vietnam and  a little North Korea  are following Chinese experience and road.

The Chinese policy and experience can be usefully for other developing countries of the world – South Asia, Africa, South and Latin America.

Very discussion able question is hypothetical introduction of this theory and praxis in the former socialist states and in the height developed capitalist states. About this problem is a large and many site political and theoretical discussion in the Marxist theoretical centers, also communist  and socialist parties of the world.
